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The structure of the authorisation number used for approved exporters I can confirm
that the authorisation number should be made out according to the structure notified
by the European Commission to KCS ("DE/4 digits of Customs Office Code/EA/4 digits
of Authorization Number). Any other structure indicated on an origin declaration can
not be used for preferential purposes. In this cases I would suggest to carry out a

subsequent verification of the origin declarations in question.
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
